18th – Stoneycross

Battery was allocated 7 Horsa gliders. Six were utilised to take 3 complete 40mm fun detachments and was used for Bty H.Q. No.1 load. Airborne at Stoneycross aerodrome. General route was South over the English Channel; North West, crossing the coast near Lyme Regis; landing at Silk Hill O.S. Sheet 122/6267. Those gliders on landing overshot into a wood and were seriously damaged. Losses to personnel and carried equipment was nil.
